Useful Daily Living Information for Tottori Residents of Foreign Citizenship  Theme: Do you know the rules of the road for bicycles?

Plenty of people of all ages, children and adults alike, have plenty of experience riding bicycles. Recently, however, there has been a rise in the incidence of bicycle-related accidents
throughout the country. For this reason a section of the Road Traffic Law was amended in December of last year. We've created this little quiz to help everyone learn the rules for bicycle safety.
